Mr. Jay GhYver, ?ubLc Financial rll1a,lagement (PFM) Group, discussed the Y2 cent 

Transportation Syslem S Jrt(lX v. ;th topics including: Background and Structuring 

Considerations; Sale" Tax-Cornpatabl·~ Hishlrical Collections: Sales Tax Collections-Growth 

Assumptions; Financing Stmt~gy: lImv the Financing Works; Recommendation/Decision Points; 

and TransactiorJ T1illdine. 

Commissioner C. Jone~. exited the :llceting. 
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Chairman Brannon voiced concern when the loan/bond would be paid off. Mr. Glover 

stated that the current plan is to have the loan/bond paid off in 15 years; however, an increase or 

decrease in revenue could affect the time frame. 

Mr. Glover felt that the best option would be a bank loan and requested permission to 

advertise for a RFP to select a bank loan provider. and issue separate RFP to select a bond 

underwriter, should the responses to the RFP 1'01' bank loan provider not be satisfactory. He also 

requested that an evaluation committee be f(m11(~d to review the RFP's and present a final 

recommendation to the Board for approval. Mr. Glover discussed the RFP requirements. He 

requested that the Board approve a conceptual plan of finance based on bank loan structure and 

the RFP to secure the loan provider. 

Attorney Toni Craig, County Atterney, stal,;;,d that the establishment of an evaluation 

committee would be a separate motion. She st[i~ed that the committee membership would be as 

directed by the Board. Mr. Demers stated that the standard procedure is for Administration to 

select a three to tiw membc' committee to perform the evaluation with their recommendations 

brought to the Board. 

Mr. David Kramer asked if there ~"'as a $5,000 sales tax cap. and will the bank loan be 

structured so that it could be ,;old. AttonK/ fvlillk Mustain, Nabors, Giblin, & Nickerson, stated 

tMt the surtax w0uld be like the current 1 % Sales tax in that purchases above $5,000 are not 

subject to the tax. I\:/r. Glover addressed the possibility of the sale of the loan and stated that it 

would only be moved in large denominations to accredited investors. Attorney Mustain 

discussed the validdtion proceedings ar.d reported that the validation hearing would be held July 

24. 20 12. Attorne~ Craig stated that there ,vouid be a 30 day window ofappeal after the hearing. 
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Commissioner L. Jones asked Mr. Glover how many responses were anticipated to the 

RFP. Mr. Glover said that due to the size and duration of the loan, an estimated three to four 

responses are expected.

Powered Recycling, Stations: 17°/t) incr(;ase ill Bed Tax Revenue; TDC Council Meeting 
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recommendations to be presented at the next BCC rneeting; Above and Beyond Awards; and the 

inclusion of the EAL on the partner website visitsouthwalton.org. 

Commissioners C. Jones. L. Jones and Pridgen had no items to present. 

Commissioner Comander expressed appreciation to those who have been instrumental 

making the agenda digitally 9.ccessible to the Board during meetings. 

Chairme.i1 Brannon had no items to present. 

There was no public ccmment. 

There being no further items to clisc,lSS, the meeting recessed at 6:09 p.m. and 

reconvened at 6:25 p.m. 

Chairman Brannon exited the meeting and Commissioner Pridgen assumed the Chair 

position. 

Mr. Jason Bryan, Planning and Development. presented SSA 2012-20 Powell Family 

Investments, LTD requesting to amend 4.57 acres in Walton County north of the 

Choctawhatchee Bc:y from Rural Residential to Rural Low Density Residential. He stated that 

the requested infi:mnation regarding the septic taak issue "vas included in the staff report. Staff 

found that the request is consistent with the Walton County Land Development Code and 

Comprehensive Plan. He rec,n~mended approv,d. 

Ms. Pat l3lackshear. l3lackshear Planning, Inc., ;epresentative for the applicant, 

distributed a summary of the septic tank requirement information. She reported that only the 

uplands on the \\est side of Lake Road would be l.sed for the septic tanks. 

Mr. Dixie Can PowelL Powell Family Investments. and Mr. Charles Smith, SELRAHC, 

LP, discussed the septH: tank placement ag;'eer~l~nt and easements. 
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Commissioner Pridgen questioned if the agreement would accompany the land use 

change. Attorney Craig stated that a condition could be added to include the agreement. 

Discussion continued on the placement of the septic tanks. 

Chairman Brannon returned to the meeting. Commissioner Pridgen continued as 

Chairman.

Mr. Bryan presented 2012-21- SELRHAC. LP a request to amend 6.64 +/- acres and 1.53

Village, \)f less intense use. Starr found that the proposed amendment is consistent with the 

Walton County Land Development Code and Comprehensive Plan. 

Ms. Blackshear stated that the Health Department memo submitted with SSA 2012-20 is 

applicable to SSA 2012-21. She also reported that only the uplands on the west side of Lake 

Road \Vould be used for septi.: tanks and that the 1.53 acres will be preserved. 

Ms. Jean L:.ngley asked i f ~h.ere \\ odld be one or two units per acre. Mr. Bryan stated that 

it would be 1\'10 units per acre. 

Mr. Larry Gamble s~a\ed that the wellands have been disturbed. Mr. Dyess stated that 

code enforcement otlicers are investigating tr,e complaint. Mr. Smith reported that he had 

perlonned clearing ;)y hand l'dlure access to the waterfrollt, and that the fill and debris will be 

removed.

Ms. Vivian Shamel. Planning and Development, presented SSA 2012-03 Sara S. 

Taveprungsenukul a request to amend .14 acres in Walton County south of the 

Choctawhatchee B::<r from Rtsidential Preservation i:O Neighborhood Commercial or a lesser 

intense category. The propert) ;:; lccated a: t11(; intersectior, of County Road 30A and Flounder 

Street. Staff found the amendment consistent with the Walton County Land Development Code 

and Comprehensive Plan and rec,)mmendcG approval. 

Chairnle:n Brannon questioned if it \Va3 a legal non-conforming use. Ms. Shamel stated 

that it is no longei a legal non-conforming use be("ause the establishment on the property has 

been out of busine~;s t()r mur,: than one year. 

Ms. Hanna Cullen asked what 'Would be built on the property. Ms. Taveprungsenukul 

stated that she currently has no plans to build and understands that any development plans will be 

required to comply with the .:urrcnt codes. and be presented to the Board for approval. 

Ms. Kim Kaloyanniccs questioned \'vi1at T\13. Taveprungsenukul's original plans were for 

the property. Ms. Tavepruugscr,ukul stu.ed that ,,\then she purchased the property, she was 

informed that the property \vas a:rcady in the SSA. process. She stated that her original intent was 

a low intensity busin..:ss sm}. as a small cafe or take out business. 

Chairman Blal1l10n asked the size of the parcel. Mr. Wayne Dyess, Planning and 

Development Directm, state,j lhat the property ,vas .14 acres. 

Ms. Cullen questioned itow big a future building would be and where the parking would 

be located. 1v1r. Dyess stated that any development would have to meet the LDC requirements. 
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Chairman Brannon asked what commercial uses would be allowed on the property. Mr. 

Mac Carpenter. Planning and Devdopment, brietly discussed what would be allowed and stated 

that the LDC requires that all parking be on the property. 

Mr. Daniel Kaloyannides felt that a change to commercial use would be a safety hazard. 

Discussion ensued regarding the property's legal non-conforming use. 

Comn-,i~~;ioncr L. Jones felt that more information is needed regarding the future plans for 

the property. 

Motion by Commissioner L. Jon~s. second by Commissioner Comander to deny SSA 

2012-03 and advise the applicant to submit a development order with the land use change 

request. 

Mr. DJes~;, a"ked that the SSA be tabled so that the applicant would not have to re-apply. 

Commissioners L. Jones and Comander withdrew their motions.
